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FOREWORD

The present book is a revised and enlarged edition of the archaeological
guide to the ruins of Turkey, which was first published in 1969. It covers the
period from prehistoric times to the end of the Roman era.

The book has been written for those interested in archaeology and
ancient history, as well as for the specialist. Detailed information about the
ruins is presented in the main text, which is intended to be read before the
sites are visited. The plans and photographs are provided with concise cap-
tions so that basic information concerning each site can be read on the spot.

The first part of the book (pp. 3 - 36) presents an outline of the successive
civilizations which existed in Anatolia from the 7th millenium B. C. until
the fall of the Roman Empire. A study of these pages will reveal that Ana-
tolia was the birthplace of some of the most important ancient civilizations.
This section, which | originally wrote in German, was translated by Mr. John
Whybrow, M. A., formerly Head of the English Department, Faculty of Poli-
tical Science, Ankara University.

The main part of the book (see P. IV), which deals with descriptions
of the sites, was translated from my Turkish manuscript by Mrs. Mollie Emre,
B. A., Assistant Director in the English Preparatory School of the Middle
East Technical University, Ankara. The part of the text relating to Pergamon
(pp. 74 - 82) was translated from my Turkish manuscript by Miss L. Alpers
(now Mrs. Bordaz). The additions to the second edition (pp. 231 - 278)
were written in English by myself.

Because of the extensive additions and revisions required for the second
edition, a new stylistic redaction of the text was necessary. For their valuable
assistance in this matter, | am greatly indebted to Mr. Norman Bissett, M. A_,
M. Phil., of the British Council, Ankara, Head of the English Department,
Faculty of Political Science, Ankara University, and Mrs. Joanna Preston.

For their invaluable aid in the proof-reading of the text, | would like to
thank Associate Professor Dr. Cevdet Bayburtluoglu, Mr. Richard Harper,
Deputy Director of the British Institute of Archaeology, Ankara, Mr. Norman
Bissett, Mrs. Faith Bissett, B. S., M. A., Mrs. Preston and Miss Kathy Faulkner.

The plans and most of the line-drawings of human and animal figures
were executed by Mr. Murat Erdim, after my sketches. Mr. Emre Madran
was kind enough to draw the plans of Troy (Figs. 14, 15). The bulk of the
figures on Hittite statues and reliefs, already published in my previous books,
were prepared by Mr. Refik Epikman, according to my drafts.

The maps and plans which appear in the additional part of this edition
were prepared by Associate Professor Dr. Cevdet Bayburtluoglu, Associate
Professor Dr. Umit Serdaroglu and Archaeologist Orhan Bingdl. The plan
of Alabanda (Fig. 91) was drawn by Architect Mustafa Uz and that of Herakleia
(Fig. 90) by Archaeologist Nurettin Celem.
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I would like to thank my assistants, Mr. Coskun Ozgiinel and Mr. Vedat
idil, who helped me greatly in the preparation of this book. | am also deeply
indebted to the archaeologists Mr. Orhan Bingél and Miss Giilgiin Kizilgiines,
who assisted me in the preparation of the bibliography, and Mr. Sabahattin
Kulakli, who prepared the index.
